Proposals will be evaluated based on 1.) relevance and contribution to Asian American Studies, 2.) enhancement of the individual’s professional and/or intellectual development, and 3.) clarity and comprehensiveness of the budget.  Funds for grants that are awarded to faculty and staff will be transferred to their home unit. The unit will then process expenditures related to the award. Funds for grants that are awarded to students will be processed through Financial Aid. At that time, the student will need to submit his or her ID number and a copy of the approved grant proposal.
